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papers on specialised technical topics are unlikely to be appropriate but research papers on broad topics, such as
development methodology or general evaluations of tools and techniques, are of interest. Descriptions of specific
projects or particular computer systems will be considered if their presentation draws out general issues in the
design, implementation or impact of knowledge based systems.
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
